Catholic Cardinal Donald Wuerl believes the U.S.
Supreme Court justices opened the doors to culturally-
accepted violence when they handed down the infamous
Roe v. Wade case in 1973.

Wouerl, the archbishop of Washington, D.C., told
Newsmax TV on Monday that legalized abortion has led to
even more “disrespect for human life” in our nation.

“One reason it strikes me, one reason why we are so
casual in our country with violence, we see violence
exercised with such ease, such disrespect for human life,”
Wouerl said.

Wouerl said that young people who grew up after
the devastating abortion decision have been “taught since
they were infants, that it's alright to kill.”

“It's all right (sic) to kill as long as the person is
inconvenient to you and fits into a certain category. This
category is nine months or less,” he said. “What we have
done is create a mentality that so depreciates the value of
life, that all these other things follow very easily. You can’t
say to someone, life only has the value you give it and
expect that they’re not going to apply that principle in areas
where you might differ.”

Adult Stem Cells Yield “Miraculous Results”

Zika Virus May Prompt Pro-Life Countries

such as microcephaly in unborn babies whose
mothers are infected. Microcephaly is a neurological
disorder where a baby’s head is significantly smaller
and the brain is abnormally developed, according to
the Mayo Clinic. The condition is not typically fatal, but
it can cause health problems throughout the baby’s
life.

Several South American countries report that
the number of babies born with the disorder has been
increasing astronomically with the spread of the virus.
This has led health officials in many South American
countries to ask women to refrain from getting
pregnant while they attempt to curb the spread of the
virus.

This is a huge opportunity for the anti-abortion
law to be reformed,” said Paula Avila-Guillen, Latin
America specialist at the pro-abortion New York-
based Center for Reproductive Rights.

Abortion Increases Risk of Premature Birth for
Next Baby, Analysis of 36 Studies Finds

A new study shows that surgical abortion can
increase the risk of premature birth in future pregnancies.
The study was performed by researchers at Thomas
Jefferson University and involved analyzing 36 studies
that enrolled more than 1 million women. The researchers
found that the risk of future premature births after an
abortion was small but significant, given the amount of
women who had surgical abortions.

The study was published in the American Journal
of Obstetrics and Gynecology 2/4/16.

Uterus Transplants May Soon
Become a Reality in the U.S. For
Women Wanting to Give Birth

Last year, a Swedish woman
made medical history when she gave
birth to a child after receiving a womb
transplant. Now, the new medical
technology is coming to the United
States.

Surgeons at the Cleveland Clinic
plan to offer uterus transplants to infertile women
starting within the next few months.

The screening process for potential
candidates is complex. According to the article,
women will be screened for psychological disorders,
relationship problems, and coercion, as well as for
their physical health.

Doctors say there are risks to the procedure.
Women are required to take drugs that allow their
bodies to accept the organ, and the drugs can affect
their unborn babies when they do become pregnant,
according to the article. Eventually, doctors say, they
will remove the uterus from the woman again so that
she does not have to keep taking the anti-rejection
drugs.
